What Jesus Endured

 Mark’s mentioning that Simon was the father of Alexander
and Rufus implies that his family was known to the original
readers of Mark’s Gospel, which meant they likely later
became part of the Christian community:.




What Jesus Endured

e Golgotha was named the “Place of the Skull” because it
was the site of so many crucifixions.

e Some scholars believe It was named this because the

* |t was also customary for the soldiers to divide the clothing
of a criminal.

sSacrifice of Jesus

e Jesus’ sacrifice opened full access to God for all people

e Mark 15:33-41




sSacrifice of Jesus

e The Crucifixion began at the third hour, 9:00 a.m.

e \When the sixth hour came, at noon, there was darkness
over the whole land until the ninth hour, 3:00 p.m., when




sSacrifice of Jesus

At 3:00 p.m., Jesus cried out with a loud voice the quote
from Psalm 22:1, reminding the crowd of the prophecies of
that psalm.




sSacrifice of Jesus

* Cruclifixion was a very shameful and degrading way to die.

* Only slaves, rebels, and non-citizens were crucified.




sSacrifice of Jesus

e Just after Jesus quoted Psalm 22:1, He uttered a loud cry
and breathed His last.

o At the moment Jesus died, the curtain of the temple that

sSacrifice of Jesus

* The purpose of the veil was to separate sinful people from
God’s holy presence (Exodus 26:33).

* Only the high priest could enter once a year with the blood




sSacrifice of Jesus

* The tearing of the vell would have been shocking to the
priests working at the temple and difficult to explain for the
chief priests who'd had Jesus crucified.




~ollowing Jesus

* Following Jesus requires sacrifice and boldness in the
face of danger

e Mark 15:42-47




-ollowing Jesus

e Jesus died at 3:00 p.m. on Friday.

* At sundown, around 6:00 p.m., the Sabbath would begin.




~ollowing Jesus

* [hey would not have been allowed to bury Jesus on the
Sabbath, and they wouldn’t have wanted to wait until after
Sabbath; they did not embalm their dead, so it needed to
be done quickly.




-ollowing Jesus

* Nicodemus brought 75 pounds of myrrh and aloe to
orepare Jesus’ body. The typical amount required for
burial was only five pounds.




-ollowing Jesus

e Joseph and Nicodemus would have had help from
ervants to roll the stone over the tomb, because it would
have taken several strong men.




Good News

» Jesus followers are supposed to tell others the good news
that He IS risen

* Mark 16:1-8




Good News

 Mary Magdelene and Jesus’ mother, Mary, had been
watching where they had buried Him, so after Sabbath
was over, they went to the tomb to finish the anointing of
the boay.




Good News

* At this point in the story, the female tollowers of Jesus took
on a more prominent role because the men, except for
John, had all scattered.




Good News

 When the women arrived at the tomb, they were surprised
o find the stone already rolled away.

* They thought they would have to find some men to help




Good News

* [he angel told them Jesus had risen and would meet the
disciples in Galilee, just as He had said two chapters
earlier (Mark 14:28).




Didn't Belleve

o Some of the first disciples didn'’t believe He had risen until
they saw HIm

 Mark 16:9-14




Didn't Belleve

* Verse 9 tells us Jesus appeared first to Mary Magdalene,
as John's Gospel says (John 20:11-19).

e Nerse 10 savs jbe.otber.disciples.didp Lhalleve herwhen




Didn't Belleve

* They only finally believed when Jesus appeared to the 11
Himself in verse 14.

 \When Jesus appeared to them, He rebuked them for their

e But the Great Commission wasn'’t just for those eleven,
was also for the 120 who were with them in the Upper
Room at Pentecost (Acts 1:15). It was also for the deacons
who were commissioned in Acts 6:1-10.
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
